In this age when truth is made relative to personalities and
circumstances (rather than absolute as in the Bible), you need
to be careful not to become deceptive while claiming to be
Christians. God commands “...Be ye holy for | am holy” (I Peter «
1:16); “Follow peace with aII men, and holiness, without which
no man shall see the Lord” (Hebrews 12:14). You cannot be
holy (or even a Christian for that matter) if you do not practice
basic honesty.
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After completing the health check for this area, you can repeat
the process for other areas of Christian living such as love,
obedience, moral values, commitment, spirituality, etc.
